
Since 2011, our Arizona program 
has collected more than 5,000 
cord blood units and more than 
20 have been transplanted.

•	 Donating cord blood to a public bank is free.
•	 Donation is completely safe for mother and 

baby.
•	 The public cord bank keeps the mother’s 

name confidential and protects the privacy 
of the family.

•	 Cord blood is often the best, or only, hope 
of a cure for many patients with leukemia, 
lymphoma and other life-threatening diseases.

•	 Stored cord blood units are readily available 
to patients in need.

•	 In 2014, 29 percent of cord blood transplants 
worldwide were for minority patients.
